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The 2007- 2008 season marked Repertorio’s 40th
anniversary. This milestone gave us the
opportunity to reflect on our accomplishments

and to look back on the incredible transformation we
have experienced, from being a Company with an
annual budget of about $10,000 and a production
schedule of two or three plays a year to one with an
annual budget of $2 million and a production
schedule of 350 performances of 15 different
productions.

Our efforts have received wide recognition including
most recently the Theater Communications Group
(TCG) Theatre Practitioner Award and the Arts &
Business Council’s ENCORE Award. But, aside from this
and building a sterling reputation in the process, our
biggest accomplishment and what we are most
proud of is remaining true to our original mission of
bringing the best of Spanish-language theatre to a
broad audience. Year in and year out, we have
introduced adult and student audiences to high
quality productions of classical Spanish plays,
excellent Latin American plays from the past and
present, and works by new playwrights of Hispanic
origin. We have done this while being responsive to
our community.

This tradition continued in the 2007-2008 season with
what was probably one of our most varied and all-
encompassing seasons in our history. Our repertory
included our flagship productions of Federico García
Lorca’s Blood Wedding, Carmen Rivera’s La gringa,
Gabriel García Márquez’s Chronicle of a Death
Foretold, Mario Varga Llosa’s The Feast of the Goat,
and four premiere productions: Isaac Chocrón’s
Signed and Sealed, Ricardo Talesnik’s I Love Them
Both, Carlos Lacámara’s Nowhere on the Border, and
Jorge Amado’s Doña Flor and Her Two Husbands.

For us, we felt it was important to premiere and bring
these distinct works to the forefront. In the case of
Signed and Sealed, this is a play close to our hearts
and one written by one of Latin American’s most
prolific and influential playwrights of his time. The
reality, however, is that his works are relatively
unknown to new generations. This is why Artistic
Director, René Buch felt compelled to bring Signed
and Seal to the stage.

Nowhere on the Border represented an opportunity
for us to not only highlight the work of Carlos
Lacámara and the artistic vision of José Zayas – both
amazingly talented theatre artists – but also to
contribute to the immigration debate with a play
that treats characters with respect and provides

different perspectives.
Artistically, Jorge Amado’s celebrated Doña Flor and
Her Two Husbandsmeant intellectual and financial
challenges. Within the confines of our stage, we
knew this large-scale work was going to require
extended rehearsal period and leaps of creativity in
getting thirteen actors playing multiple characters on
our stage. The risks proved worth taking. The
production is a financial and critical success and is
introducing new generations of theatergoers to
Jorge Amado and to one of his most acclaimed
works.

The world premiere of Nowhere on the Border and
our adaptation of Doña Flor and Her Two Husbands
led and, perhaps, summarize our sentiments of our
efforts in the 2007-2008 season. The first, a story of the
hardships and realities of immigration, touched the
hearts of our audience. The latter, a risky and
ambitious project to mount, introduced adults,
students, new and veteran theatergoers to an epic
work. These two distinctive works continue to make
audiences cry and laugh, respectively.

In all, our repertory attracted 42,425 people to our
theatre with 40% of the total audiences being
students discovering live theatre for the first time.
Our work also took us around the tri-state area with
14 touring performances, reaching adult and student
audiences. Additionally, this season we had the
pleasure of bringing theatre into various classrooms
at four different New York City public schools.

As we look forward into the future, we count
ourselves fortunate. We have a committed Board,
a moderate endowment, a strong artistic and
administrative team and, most importantly, the
support of good friends who make our successes and
accomplishments possible. We are grateful to our
artists, Board, donors, patrons, peers and the
countless individuals that have poised Repertorio to
continue bringing the best artistic and outreach
programming to our community for another 40, 50,
100 years.

These works offered teachers the opportunity to raise various issues in the classroom
(feminism, cultural identity, ageism, violence, and the consequences of our actions)
as well as introduce students to Spanish literature, culture and traditions.

Each performance was accompanied by pre-performance lectures and
post-performance question and answer periods.

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Part of our year round efforts is partnering
with schools with the aim of helping
teachers incorporate our work into their

classroom curricula. In the 2007-2008 season,
our work included offering drama and theatre
workshops at Norman Thomas High School in
Manhattan, Renaissance Charter School in
Jackson Heights, Ramapo High School in Spring
Valley and the Academy of Finance and
Enterprise in Long Island City.

While each of these schools has its specific
curricula, we tailored and worked with each
school to address their academic needs and
challenges. For instance, our role at the
Renaissance Charter School included offering
six drama workshops to 25 AP Spanish class
students in grades 11 and 12. The aim was to
guide and mentor these students in their final
project, a production of Federico García
Lorca’s, Yerma. The experience at Ramapo
High School was completely different. The aim
was to engage a group of newly arrived
students to the country, many of whom are at
high risk of dropping out either because of
language barriers or because many of them
face the dilemma of having to work to help
support their families. Our work in this school
included offering a workshop and
presenting a performance of Cándido
Tirado’s award winning play, Momma’s
Boyz – a powerful story with a positive
message about decisions and their
consequences. This play was
specifically chosen with the aim of
engaging these students. The workshop
was led by the playwright and involved
30 students. This rare treat gave these
students the opportunity to hear the
inspiration behind Momma’s Boyz. What
was rewarding was seeing the students
become involved in the process, asking
questions and genuinely showing interest. The
success of the experience has led for us to work
with the school this current season.

Ultimately, the goal of each partnership was to
enrich the personal and educational
experience of each student. Our satisfaction
and sense of accomplishments came by seeing
students discovering theatre for the first time,
expressing themselves creatively, learning new
skills and gaining new appreciation of the world
around them.
